Carleton University Students' Association and Carleton University Students' Charity Ball Sponsorship Agreement

The following constitutes the sponsorship agreement

BETWEEN:

Carleton University Students’ Association Inc., a company incorporated under the laws of the Province of Ontario (Hereinafter called “CUSA”)

AND:

Carleton University Students’ Charity Ball Committee
(Hereinafter called “Charity Ball”)

History

Historically Charity Ball has been an autonomous organisation, with complete control over its endowment fund, held in trust by the Community Foundation of Ottawa-Carleton from which the majority of Charity Ball’s annual donation is derived. Since Charity Ball's inception, CUSA has supported the Ball's fundraising goals by financing all of its expenses prior to the Ball at which time CUSA has been repaid in full by the proceeds from the Ball.  Despite CUSA's substantial support of Charity Ball, CUSA recognises that Charity Ball has always had, and will continue to have, complete control over all of its organisational, financial and related operations. 

Presently:

CUSA and Charity Ball agree that is now in the best interest of both parties to formally recognize and establish the sponsorship relationship between CUSA and Charity Ball.

CUSA agrees to

Provide the following services to Charity Ball at no cost: 

1. Finance Office Services

Finance office services, including, but not limited to: cheque requisitions, advanced payment of all expenses prior to the Ball on any given year, and any special circumstances including but not limited to forensic audits and legal fees where CUSA will be held liable.

2. Front Desk Services

Front desk services, including, but not limited to: posting & Canada Post postage, mailbox, photocopy services (up to a maximum of $100.00 per Ball - this term being from March 1st in any given year to March 1st the following year), and front desk personnel. 

[Note:  the following services will be charged at the internal CUSA rate in line with other CUSA services: fax, courier charges, and all photocopy services beyond the maximum allotted].

3. Publications Officer Services

Services of the Publications Officer, handbook advertising.

[Note: Charity Ball shall incur all costs associated with the production of any work of the Publications Officer].

4. Other Services

CUSA agrees to provide a voice-mailbox for use solely by Charity Ball to be supplied through the Carleton University telephone system from CCS.

5. Fee Collection

In the event that a Charity Ball fee should be put in place through a referendum vote, CUSA agrees to collect the Charity Ball fee from Carleton University.

Charity Ball agrees to

1. Ensure an annual donation is made to a local charity or charities on behalf of the Carleton University Student Body (including all CUSA members) as per Charity Ball’s Constitution (appendix A) for the duration of the contract.

2. List CUSA as Charity Ball’s primary sponsor on all publications on which it lists sponsors and supporters of the Ball.

3. Provide CUSA with an Ex-Officio, non-voting, position on the Charity Ball Committee 

Finances

CUSA agrees that at no time will it enter into any contractual, financial or otherwise binding agreements without the consent of the Charity Ball Chair.

1. Charity Ball Budget

a. The transition team of outgoing and incoming Charity Ball Committee Chairs in conjunction with the CUSA Finance Commissioner (F.C.) shall prepare the annual budget in March.  The Budget shall be ratified first by Charity Ball and then presented for review by the F.C. before the end of April following Charity Ball’s inaugural meeting.  The F.C. will retain the right to refuse the budget and return it the Charity Ball Committee for revisions.

b. The Budget to be ratified by Charity Ball and the F.C. shall include the difference in funds being pledged, over and above the amount of interest from Charity Ball’s endowment fund available for donation for that year.

c. In the event that an impasse develops between Charity Ball and the F.C. over the final ratification of the Budget, then an independent party, agreed to by both Charity Ball and the F.C., will make a final ruling on the budgetary change(s) in question, based upon justifications submitted by both the F.C. and Charity Ball Chair(s).

2. Cheque Requisitions

a. The F.C., on behalf of CUSA, shall provide Charity Ball with cheques in order to pay for expenses prior to the Ball.  All cheques and cheque requisitions issued on behalf of Charity Ball must be pre-authorised by the Charity Ball Chair(s).

b. The F.C. has the ability to withhold signing authority on cheques over $500.00, with the exception of the deposit for the room rental where that Ball is to be held.

c. Any attempts by the F.C. to withhold signing authority will be cause for a meeting to be called between the Charity Ball Chair and the F.C. to discuss the matter. At such a meeting the Charity Ball Chair will attempt to justify the reasonableness of the requisition and the F.C. will explain his/her concerns. If, upon examination of the facts the F.C. continues to withhold signing authority, then an independent party, agreed to by both sides, will make a final ruling on the budgetary change(s) in question based upon justifications submitted by both the F.C. and the Charity Ball Chair.

3. Contracts

a. The F.C. shall have the authority to enter into contractual agreements on behalf of Charity Ball. This authority may only be utilised at the behest of the Charity Ball Chair(s).

b. The F.C. retains the ability to withhold signing authority on contracts over $500.00, with the exception of the contract for the room rental where that Ball is to be held, however, the F.C. shall not refuse to oblige any request to enter into a contractual agreement on behalf of Charity Ball without justification. 

c. Any attempts by the F.C. to withhold signing authority on a contractual agreement will be cause for a meeting to be called between the Charity Ball Chair and the F.C. to discuss the matter. At such a meeting the Charity Ball Chair will attempt to justify the reasonableness of the contract and the F.C. will explain his/her concerns. If, upon examination of the facts the F.C. continues to withhold signing authority then an independent party, agreed to by both sides, will make a final ruling on the contract in question based upon justifications submitted by both the F.C. and the Charity Ball Chair.

4. Committee Surplus

CUSA understands and accepts that all moneys collected by Charity Ball, (including, but not limited to, fundraising, tickets sales, sponsorship and donations) shall be used as follows and in the following order:

a. to fulfil the donation amount pledged for that year to the Charitable recipients selected for that year;

b. to repay all expenses incurred for that year, including expenses prior to the Ball paid for by CUSA;

c. all remaining funds will automatically, and without exception, be deposited into the Carleton University Students’ Charity Ball Fund held by the Community Foundation of Ottawa-Carleton.

5. Committee Deficit

CUSA and Charity Ball mutually agree that should Charity Ball run a deficit CUSA shall absorb the deficit, and the Charity Ball Chair and the F.C. shall negotiate a repayment plan, without interest, notwithstanding any Tax laws stating otherwise.  The repayment of outstanding funds owed to CUSA by Charity Ball shall supersede item 3.c. of the Finances section of this document.

Duration of Agreement

a. The duration of this agreement shall be five (5) years commencing October 1st, 2002 and shall continue in perpetuity, following the exhaustion of the initial five (5) year period, until such time as written notice is given six (6) months in advance from either party indicating a desire to renegotiate the Agreement.

b. This document shall remain in effect should Charity Ball disband or cease to exist in any given year and is re-established again during the initial five (5) year period or following the exhaustion of said period.
c. Should the Charity Ball Committee decide not to be re-certified as a CUSA Club this agreement will automatically be subject to review.
d. Either party will be entitled to terminate this agreement with written notice if the other party breaches any of its covenants and such breach continues for a period of ten (10) days after written notice thereof.
